IDBF International Race Officials Grade 1 Assessment Module  

 

Assessment of Officials for the IDBF International Officials Grade 1 certificate can be held in 
the evening or on a separate day, with a written multi-answer tick test (approx 1 hour) 
followed by a one to one interview, per candidate, of approx 20 minutes each.  

The written test can follow the Training Course as outlined above, if time permits, for a max 
of 12 Assessment Candidates.  
 

1800    Grade 1 Assessment  - Written Paper 
1900 -2130  Grade 1 Assessment – Individual Interviews 

 

Over 12 Candidates for Assessment a second day is recommended as follows:- 
 

Time: 09.00 – 1000 hrs  Written paper.    

1100 to 1300-1500 hrs   Interviews for up to 24 people. 

Alternatively, when the Module is held in conjunction with a Regatta, the interviews can take 
place out during racing, as a working assessment of the candidates as Race Officials.
